FLU VACCINATIONS
We will be holding dedicated flu vaccination clinics on;-

SATURDAY 4th OCTOBER     9.00am - 12.00 noon

THURSDAY 16th OCTOBER    12.30pm – 3.00pm

SATURDAY 18th OCTOBER     9.00am - 12.00 noon

THURSDAY 23rd OCTOBER    12.30pm – 3.00pm

Appointments for those eligible for an NHS flu jab are now bookable either by calling reception or through the self-booking link in our text messages.

Details of all eligible patient groups can be found at www.nhs.uk/vaccinations/flu-vaccine. If you receive a carer’s allowance or are the main carer for an older or disabled person who may be at risk if you get sick, then you are eligible for a free flu vaccination.

Also, anyone who lives with someone who is more likely to get a severe infection due to a weakened immune system (for example, someone living with HIV, someone who has had a transplant or is having certain treatments for cancer, lupus or rheumatoid arthritis) is also eligible for a free NHS flu vaccination

Children aged 2 - 3 years
As in previous years, children aged 2 and 3 as of 31st August 2025 (born between1st September 2021 and 31st August 2023) will be eligible for a nasal flu vaccine.  Appointments for this group will be available from 1st September and are available for booking now. 

COVID BOOSTER VACCINATIONS
We are hoping to be able to offer the COVID vaccine boosters to eligible patients this Autumn but at the time of going to print we have not had confirmation of this.  Please keep an eye on our website and social media for more updates.

SHINGLE VACCINATION 
There has been an extension to the eligibility for the Shingle vaccination to anyone severely immunocompromised and aged over 18 in addition to the existing age categories.  More details can be found at www.nhs.uk/vaccinations/shingles-vaccine

WHEN TO ORDER YOUR REPEAT MEDICATION
We ask patients to order any repeat prescription mediation that they need 7-10 days before they are due to run out.  This gives us the 5 working days we need to prescribe, order and dispense the medication for it to be ready for you to collect when needed.  
We have found that some patients are re-ordering immediately when they collect meaning that the medications remain in our collection area for up to a month.  We do not have sufficient storage space to accommodate these extra packages and it delays our staff finding medications as the drawers are overflowing. The GPs back our staff in declining requests that are made too early.
